Minutes –  Paese made a motion to approve the minutes of April 15, 2009 with changes of “re-write and re-issue the letter to UMB” and “authorize Miltenberger to approve the granting of a 5 foot easement”, Walsh seconded, and the vote was unanimous.

Hazan reviewed the investments, with the money divided between FDIC insured CDs, t-bills with 3 or 6 month maturities, and the rest in money market.  The first maturity will occur on July 30th so the Board will review the expenditures at the July meeting.
Building and Grounds:  Miltenberger reported the ribbon cutting was this afternoon at the temporary space.  The staff and patrons seem pleased with new space, and currently everything is in working order.
